World History ABC Book


Over the next couple of weeks you will be building an ABC Book.  This book will be comprised of each letter of the alphabet and a corresponding World History term or idea.  
10.1 Greek, Roman, Judaic, and Christian philosophy.
10.2 The Enlightenment, Glorious, American and French Revolutions
10.3 The Industrial Revolution
10.4 Imperialism in Africa, Asia, & Latin America. 
10.5 The First World War
10.6 Effects of WWI

10.7 Totalitarianism and Fascims

10.8 World War II

10.9 Cold War
The ABC Book will serve you in two ways: first, as a study guide for your spring CSTs, and secondly, as a way to raise your grade, as this project will be worth 200 points.  So, not taking this project seriously could greatly affect your grade.

Each page must have:
1. One letter of the alphabet per page
a. Example: 
· the letter L, it can represent John Locke 
· the letter I, it can represent Imperialism

2. One term or idea per page.

3. A picture that helps to describe the word.  This could be an illustration, copied from the internet, clipping from a magazine, or a photo.  It must in some way represent or remind you of the term or idea.

4. A one paragraph (5-7 sentences) description as to how it relates to Units 10.1-10.9-. The description MUST be on the backside of the page, not the front. 
5. You can have a total of 3 letters (Q, X, Z) where you are given the freedom that contains the letter in the word. Choose Wisely.
Your ABC book will have:
1. A cover design 
a.  World History ABC Book (or something more creative) and your name.

2. A title page.

a. The name of your book, your name, my name, date and period.

3. At least 26 vocabulary pages

4. A table of contents simply listing each of the terms included in the book and their page number.

5. Some type of binding holding the book together or 3 ring binder.  The binding must be considered before starting the final version and should make sense with the overall design.

· All letters are represented with a word or sentence and an illustration with the exception of X, Q, Z.  

· All facts and illustrations are accurate with the exception of one or two minor errors

· The text and the illustrations are visually appealing.  The text and pictures are clear and colorful.  No more than three smudges stray marks are visible. 

· The book contains no more than two grammar or two spelling errors

C

· Four or more letters are missing from the book.  All letters included in the book are represented with a word or sentence and an illustration.  

· Most facts are accurate.  There are three or more minor errors or one or more major errors.

· The text and the illustrations adequate, The text and pictures are clear. More than three smudges or stray marks are visible.  Stick figures are used

· The book contains three or more spelling or grammar errors.

· Five to ten letters contains factual errors or illustration that do not support the topic
