Guidelines for Hospital Department Presenters

Overview:

Thank you for agreeing to participate in the Career Explorations Program for students from Palm Springs Unified School District.  

8th and 9th Grade students from local schools will be our guests at the Hospital to tour a variety of hospital departments, gain an understanding of career opportunities in the healthcare field and, hopefully, become motivated to consider the following:

1) Enrolling in Cathedral City High School’s Health and Environmental Academy of Learning (HEAL) or Palm Springs High School’s PALM (Palm Springs High School Academy of Learning Medicine”
2) Signing up to volunteer or job shadow at the hospital

3) Ultimately, consider pursuing a healthcare career for their future.  

Your participation is integral to making these field trips a success.  

The tour takes the students through each hospital department in 15 minutes intervals including walking time between departments.   

We ask that you provide a brief overview of your job, your daily responsibilities, how you serve patients, etc…, then conclude with a 3-4 minute question and answer period for the students.

· How long have you worked in your job?

· What type of job did you have previously?

· What was your very first job?

· How did you hear/learn about the job you have?

· How important is Math, Science and Writing in your job?

· What kind of schooling/education did it take to get you where you are in your job?

· What do you like most about your job?

· What do you like least about your job?

· Do you have any advice for a student who’s interested in getting your type of job?

· What are your long term career aspirations?
