
Measuring Wind Speed

You may not be able to tell exactly what the wind speed will be in miles per hour, but you can count how fast your anemometer turns to get an idea of how fast the wind is blowing.

Using your watch, count the number of times the colored cups spins around in one minute. You are measuring the wind speed in turns or revolutions per minute.  Weather forecasters' anemometers convert the revolutions per minute into kilometers per hour. Make three measurements using your anemometer and record your findings.
