1st paragraph for the introduction (joint writing by all 3 team members) 

2nd paragraph – zero emissions in transportation (team member #1)

3rd paragraph -  zero (net) energy in buildings (team member #2)

4th paragraph – zero waste in consumerism (team member #3)

5th paragraph – conclusion (joint writing by all 3 team members)

4. Edit and clarify your text by referring to the “Smarter Balanced Assessment” Rubric to make sure all relevant writing elements are included.
