10th Grade Literature Multiple-Choice Project
Students will create a 15 question multiple choice test based on one of three pieces of literature which were read in class:

-To Kill a Mockingbird

-Fahrenheit 451

-12 Angry Men

The questions will be split into 3 different sections with 5 questions each.

Section 1:  Multiple choice
-Students will create question with definite and obvious answers about the piece. The questions will be of a Level 2 variety having to do with the literary devices and the inherent theme of the piece.
Section 2: True-False

- In this section the students will create True-False questions that are a mix of Recall (Level 1) questions and Analysis (Level 2). The analysis question, 2 minimum, will contain quotes from the piece and will address and/or identify Literary Devices previously learned in class.
Section 3: Short Answer, Character Identification

-Students will create Level 1 Recall questions pertaining to the characters of their chosen piece. Students must be careful with the wording of the question to induce a definite one-word response, i.e. they must define whether they want a character’s first name or last.
