	Videography


	Correct camera framing, well focused, steady (unless called for), several camera angles, careful use of zooming and panning, sufficient lighting.

	Transitions
	Transitions between video tracks completely cover both tracks and move in the correct direction (A to B or B to A).  Transitions help the scenes flow smoothly and are not overused. 


	Black screen between transitions.

	Titles, Text and Credits


	Easy to read, well timed, matches size of video, communicates appropriate information and has correct spelling and grammar.
	Rolling titles too fast and Credits are misspelled.  Colors do not contrast.

	Video Effects


	Effects are used to fix video defects, correct color, change camera angles, and distort video.

	Editing
	Proper sequencing of video shots with no overlap.  Video clips fit the story line and pace keeps the audience’s attention.


	Clips too long, need more switching of camera angles.

	Creative use of visual message, contains original graphics and animation, special effects.
